similar. However, the frameworks and review processes
can differ markedly, creating either strengths,
weaknesses, or gaps for both sectors. This divergence
is an even greater imperative for sensitive subject
matters such as research involving child victims of
trafficking or sexual exploitation. Building upon an
extensive literature review, this paper undertakes
a comparative analysis of the guidelines for ethical
research developed by ECPAT International, a global
network of non-governmental organizations working
to combat the trafficking and sexual exploitation
of children, and the Institute of Human Rights
and Peace Studies, Mahidol University, Thailand.

Through interviewing 14 research ethics experts and
NGO researchers, the analysis identifies the added
benefit of the two quite different ethics frameworks
when applying them in the different institutional
contexts. The paper concludes by discussing the
merits of an overall more comprehensive research
ethics system as an alternative, comprehensive

research ethics agenda for NGOs.

Abstract

The Andaman Sea crisis of 2015 focused global
attention on ASEAN’s response to mass refugee flows and
generated calls for greater regional cooperation to protect
the rights and safety of forced migrants. Such calls draw from
the concept of ‘responsibility-sharing’; a concept that has
long underpinned the international refugee regime. Scholars
have responded to this challenge by identifying a range of
ways in which ASEAN countries might benefit from sharing
responsibility for the refugees and asylum-seekers in their
region. Based on interviews with 40 key asean-based actors
working on migration and refugee issues across the govern-
mental and non-governmental sectors, this article seeks to
understand how the concept of responsibility-sharing for
refugee protection is understood in four Southeast Asian
countries: Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia and Singapore. While
it finds common agreement among the interviewees that
the Andaman Sea crisis was a humanitarian disaster and
that existing approaches to refugee issues in the region are
ineffective, it also finds little to suggest that a regional
approach to refugee issues is likely to develop in the
short-to-medium term. On the other hand, interviewees
identified a wide range of mechanisms through which
bilateral, multilateral and global initiatives might assist
the region to deal with refugee and asylum issues. Linking
refugee issues with other issues that concern ASEAN Member
States and incremental progress towards embedding
regional human rights norms via ASEAN human rights
institutions are identified as the most fruitful pathways
towards regional cooperation to protect refugee rights and

Abstract

This qualitative study gives an overview on
the current state of Myanmar’s policy and im-
plementation of the teaching of ethnic minority
language as a subject in primary schools. It exam-
ines how ethnic language is taught under the new
education policy launched in 2013, the benefits
as well as the challenges faced by the schools
in the implementation of such language policy.
Two schools in Thandaunggyi township in Kayin
state, where Kayin ethnic minority group forms a
considerable portion of the town’s population,
were selected as the research settings. The study
employs formal, informal and in-depth interviews
which were conducted on 15 informants in Thand-
aunggyi township in June 2020. Key finding of the
research is that the state’s policy and implementa-
tion on teaching Kayin language at primary schools
in Thandaunggyi has reduced language barriers for

Kayin children, making them feel more comfortable
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attending the state-run schools. However, there is a weak linkage between having ethnic language classes

and the increase in access to education among Kayin children. Teaching Kayin language at the state-run

schools also promotes the preservation of Kayin children’s ethnic identity and the consolidation of their

dual identity. The key challenges in teaching Kayin language as a subject at school lie in the lack of bet-

ter-quality textbook and teaching guideline, inadequacy of teaching aids, and the possibility of teaching staff

shortage. It is crucial for the state to provide continuing assistance and support to schools and to regularly

assess the strengths and weaknesses of this implementation.
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
