ABSTRACT

In many new democracies, the police continue to be a political tool of the ruling elites, and
governments are reluctant to reform the police to be a democratic police force. This article
examines why these problems occur by analyzing how the police relate to ruling elites
and how this relationship affects police practices and police reforms based on a case study on
Thailand. By adopting the institutionalist approach concerning the impacts of informal
institutions on formal institutions, this study finds that political patronage between politicians
and police officers made the police a political tool of politicians in power and led to the failure
to reform the police to develop democratic policing during democratisation in Thailand in the
period of 1992-2006. After the 1992 uprising, businessman-politicians replaced military
leaders to be patrons of police officers by manipulating police reshuffles in Thailand. Through
these relationships, police officers abused their powers to aid politicians and political parties
to suppress political opponents and dissent through selective law enforcement and criminal
investigations. Political patronage affected police reforms through ‘constraining’ policies that
were designed to increase the accountability of the police and prevent abuse of police powers,
while, at the same time, ‘reinforcing’ the restructuring of police organisation and administration

to strengthen the relationship of political patronage.

ABSTRACT

The ASEAN Intergovernmental Commission on Human Rights (AICHR) is often regarded
unfavourably, depicted at best as irrelevant in the battle to promote and protect human rights
in Southeast Asia, and at worst, complicit in the abuse of human rights by its silence in the
face of the region's human rights' tragedies. While AICHR has many limitations, we regard it as
a work-in-progress, evolving as it was always meant to. To understand this evolution, we
conceive of AICHR as a participatory space in which contestation of what AICHR can, and
cannot, do is being undertaken by its Representatives. This contestation includes exposing
its secretive face of power by revealing: the space human rights can be discussed in; who
can participate and who is excluded in this discussion; and how malleable the norms that
operate within this space are to change. The latter aspect of contestation engages with the
thorny ‘problem’ of consensus. We argue that the presence of Representatives from outside of
government has introduced a desire in AICHR for change; a dynamism that makes it
a participatory space witnessing contestation that has the potential to enable AICHR to evolve.

(1) Background: This research paper examines the prevention measures, i.e., the application
of technologies such as those abused by “traffickers”, used by government and
non-government agencies to combat “internal trafficking” in Samut Sakhon province.

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Abstract

This study gives an overview on how inter-religious dialogue (IRD) is used as a tool
to transform conflict and build peace in two southeast Asian contexts, the Mindanao of the
Philippines and three Southernmost provinces of Thailand where ethnic conflict becomes
protracted. The study employs secondary data analysis using both academic articles and reports
of activity from various organizations and agencies. It finds out that in both contexts the practice
and usage of IRD are shaped by both international trends on IRD and the local actors’ perceptions
on conflict and their roles in conflict transformation (CT) and peace building (PB). Most actors
regard IRD as a good platform for trust, relationship, and capacity building for the affected
communities. In both contexts the elicitive approach in IRD is present. IRD of the Philippines
seems to project more vital elicitive traits as there is a stronger and more active involvement
of religious leaders and institutions in IRD. In both contexts, IRD is and will be most likely
regarded as a part of conflict transformation and peacebuilding schemes by state and non-state
actors alike. However, because of its rather indirect and long-term impact to conflict and violent

situation, it will most likely not occupy the prime position in those schemes.
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Introduction

What has happened in post-Soviet Russia that its leader behaves in such a violent
manner lately? One of the glimpses that appear rather convincingly from the realm of the
politicaleconomic realm is Shlapentokh’ s Contemporary Russia as a Feudal Society: A New
Perspective on the Post-Soviet Era. This book appeared almost immediately after the first signs
of ‘re-feudalization’ of post-Soviet Russia popped up in 2006.

ideologue) words that Russia is a “sovereign democracy” was refuted by Dmitrii Medvedev
(first deputy chairman of the government) in June 2006, who claimed the adjective "sovereign"
was redundant. This book offers a quantum leap beyond this 'little debate' by proving and
concluding that post-Soviet Russia is an epitome of a "feudal model" (page 3). Shlapentokh
pulls an interesting analogy between what happened in post-Soviet Russia and what happened
in feudalistic medieval Europe. The major features of feudal Europe were similar to those of
post- Soviet Russia. The central administration must cooperate with powerful actors, including
regional leaders, corporations, and wealthy individuals, as well as churches and other major
social actors; in exchange for legitimacy—a commodity provided only by the central

administration—various social actors supply the supreme leader with troops, money, and support
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in the election process (pages 25-26) . Vassal relations as the basis of feudalism go back to
the works of March Bloch (1961) and other Annales School, who claimed that such relations
are a direct consequence of the weakness of the central state and the dependence of the king
on feudal lords and other " big actors" (to protect against disorder in the absence of a strong
central state (page 26). Elements of feudalism in Russia had appeared in the Kyiv State in the
ninth century when the king was only seen as a senior among other warriors, as told by Russian
chroniclers in the twelfth century (as reported by Likhachev et al. 1950). This book review is

ABSTRACT

Teaching human rights can raise awareness of fundamental human rights and freedom
of students and others. However, the ultimate teaching goal may appear in the Value and
Awareness-Socialization Model and the ActivismTransformation Model to decrease human rights
violations and transform students into social change agents. This paper investigates the gaps
between the contents of international laws and those of Thai national laws on Human Rights
Education (HRE). This paper also explores how lecturers apply the HRE models in their human
rights education courses to transform their students to be a part of social change. Apart from
the literature review on HRE, this paper applies the narrative research approach and
semi-structured interviews collected from students to explore the features of the HRE Course.
The findings reveal that the Thai laws and policies on HRE are compliant with international
human rights standards. Teaching the HRE Course reveals the areas for the model's improvement
because its strategy for decreasing the tendency to violate human rights can not produce
students as social change agents. Therefore, this paper proposes the Value and Awareness-
Socialization Plus Model (the mixture of the abovementioned Models) to mitigate human rights
